The expansion is a $2.2 million project. This figure includes complete construction of
the new addition, renovations to the current house, and furnishings and equipment.
Lead partners are excited about the project and eager to begin construction.

We are seeking the support of Prince George residents and businesses, government
and appropriate provincial and national organizations.

At this date we have received pledges or donations totalling 1.1 Million dollars.
